We have watched with wonder and growing anticipation the construction of our new facility. From the chilly
groundbreaking last December through the snowy winter, we have seen the fountain disappear, the ground
being excavated, and this beautiful tool for ministry take shape. Now the end of this phase is in sight. Teach-
ers and students anticipate spacious new classrooms. We are eager for the elbow room we shall have for Ok-
toberfest. We are dreaming of additional ways to utilize this space to grow Grace and move us toward our vi-
sion.

Adding to this excitement will be the filling of the two vacancies on our ministry staff — Director of Music and
Director of Youth & Young Adult Ministry. As | write this, we have offered the Director of Music position to a
wonderfully gifted and experienced musician who has indicated he will accept. | am hopeful that we will also
soon be announcing our new Director of Youth & Young Adult Ministry.

Additional ministry space, growing ministries, and returning to a full ministry staff means strong financial sup-
port is essential. Committees at Grace have done an excellent job providing ministry for only 75% of their
budget. They have made choices to stretch their available funds. Our support of local ministry partners (local
charitable agencies) has been the most affected because their needs at this time are so great.

The sobering reality is that even with committees functioning under a 75% budget limit and with two full-time
staff positions being vacant for several months, expenditures have exceeded giving. When this year’s budget
was approved, it was balanced by planning to appropriate funds from our savings. For the first time, it ap-
pears that we will need to use these appropriated funds — but we cannot continue to tap into our cash re-
serves.

As we prepare to welcome two new gifted staff members to lead music and youth ministries; as we anticipate
the expanded ministry space and the growth that it will bring, | encourage each of you — as you are able - to
fulfill your pledge, to increase your giving, or to give regularly to the General Fund. Your faithful, generous,
and even sacrificial giving will help bring our planning and anticipation to fruition.

Even in these economically tight times, the old stewardship saying still rings true: “There is more than enough
money to fund the Lord’s mission at Grace ... it is right there in our wallets and purses.” As you consider
God’s mission at Grace and its growth, pray about your giving and support. If we are all a little more generous
in our giving, we can amply fund God’s growing mission at Grace. Will you join me in giving a little more for
God’s mission at Grace this year?

Stephen Ministry Minute

Why do fewer men ask for help?

| wrote about the loss of my Care Receiver in last month’s Gracevine. Most Stephen
Ministry assignments don't last as long as that one. Many assignments are of shorter duration
and end when the Care Receiver’s difficult life situation is not so difficult any longer and he/
she no longer needs a Stephen Minister.

As of this writing there are 14 women Care Receivers and only 4 men Care Receivers who currently
have a Stephen Minister at Grace. Why is it that so many fewer men need a Stephen Minister? I'm going risk
getting in trouble here and give some personal opinions. | believe it is not so much that a Stephen Minister
would not be needed or even just helpful as it is that we men are reluctant to ask. Somewhere along the line,
we have gotten the idea that it's not something a real man should do. There is a stigma attached to needing
to ask for help. It says that men should not complain or seek help about their physical, mental, emotional, or
spiritual problems. We're supposed to “suck it up.”

Wives often complain that we don’t ask for directions on the road when we are actually lost. I'm re-
minded of the joke that says that if Mrs. Moses had been leading the Israelites out of Egypt and into the
Promised Land, she would have asked for better directions and it wouldn’t have taken them 40 years.

There’s also the story about the person who was on the roof of his house to keep from drowning in the
flood. He prayed to God to be rescued. He had offers of assistance from several including someone in a boat
and a helicopter. He refused them with the response, “no thanks because God will rescue me.” The man was
beginning to get desperate as the water kept getting higher and higher. He prayed again, “Lord, please an-
swer my prayer now as the water is rising.” God answered, “| have been trying but you keep sending away
those that I'm sending to help you.”

| believe God was behind bringing the Stephen Ministry program here at Grace. We have four men
whom God has called to serve as Stephen Ministers who do not have a Care Receiver at this time. They
have been trained and are ready to serve. Maybe God has called and equipped one just for you?

HABITAT FOR HUMANITY - GRACE BLITZ BUILD

As promised, more complete information about the annual Grace Habitat BLITZ
BUILD, scheduled for Saturday, September 25th (rain date, Saturday, Oct.

2nd). For those of you who have not previously participated, a BLITZ involves
installing prefabricated exterior and interior walls, roof trusses, (and if time per-
mits) roof sheeting and roof felt paper. The goal is to go from an already installed
foundation, floor joist and sub floor, to a "dried in" house in one day. The house
will then later be completed by regular Habitat volunteer work crews.

Construction experience is not required. Supervision is provided by Habitat per-
sonnel. Tools will also be available from Habitat, but if you have a tool belt, ham-
mer, tape measure, etc., it would be good to bring them.

The work begins about 8:00 a.m. The job site is in the Shuey Knolls subdivision

in Edneyville, about six miles east of I-26 on US 64. (A Shuey Knolls sign is located on the right side of east
bound US 64.) We won't gather at the church, just proceed directly to the job site. Don't bother with your
lunch box. We'll have coffee and donuts awaiting you; lunch will be a Chick-fil-A sandwich and other good
stuff, and there will be cookies, etc. for an afternoon snack.

Summary of August Council Meeting Minutes
Regular Congregational Council Meeting - August 8, 2010

Finance Committee Report: Joe Gillett reported that the Finance Committee did not have an August meeting. A Council
member noted that General Fund contributions through July were $75,426 below budget income projections and Capital
Fund contributions were also $6,424 below expectations. Expenses are also below budget amounts in part because of
two unfilled staff positions (Director of Music and Director of Youth and Young Adults). Committees should continue to
limit their expenditures to 75% of their approved budgets. The Council discussed the giving shortfalls. The annual
pledge campaign will occur in September.

Senior Pastor's Council Comments: Pastor Williams reported that the staff interview teams would be interviewing two
more candidates (total of four interviewed) for Director of Music and three for Director of Youth and Young Adults.

Grace will receive 23 new adult members and six children on Sunday, August 15. The Council then approved the mem-
bership of the following new members: Cathy Brown, Kristen Bryant, Greg and Leslie Clark with daughter Savannah,
Suzanne Clark, Bob and Myrna Guengerich, Vicki Kniffen with daughter Karen, David and Marilyn Pigors, Tom Schober,
Christopher Michael (Chris) Smith, Bernie and Kristy Sochia with children Garrett, Ella, and Lauren, Michael and Julie
Towe with son Christopher, Melissa Walden, Patrick and Marilyn Wheeler, and Doug Wilder. The Council approved
these individuals for Grace membership.

Pastor’s Council Comments: Pastor Langsdorf continues to work with nine Boys Scouts, including two Grace members,
on the Scouts’ God and Church Award.

Construction Team Report: Alan Dietrich reported that, while the project remains behind schedule (because of bad
weather earlier in the year), construction is moving forward quickly. He cautioned that installation of the new water main
from 6™ Avenue to the new building would disrupt access to the handicap parking lot and from the main parking to the
existing building. The contractor will minimize the impact of the disruption especially on Sundays.

Other Committee Reports:

Hospitality Committee: Ron Ontko reported the number of lead cooks for the Wednesday Oasis meals had diminished to
only three volunteers. As a result, the Committee has decided to order precooked meals through PGF Hale which also
provides meals for Mud Creek Baptist Church. The Hospitality Committee will review the comparative costs which may
result in an increase in the Wednesday evening meals.

OLD BUSINESS

Task Force for Use of the New Building: Tricia Haack report that work was continuing on the building-use recommenda-
tions.

Use of Lobby & Fellowship Hall for Fund Raisers: The Committee asked that Council members review and comment
upon the draft policy for use of the lobby and fellowship halls for solicitation of funds and volunteer services before the
September Council meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Council Nominees: The Nominating Committee reported that the following members have offered and been approved to
run for three-year terms for five Council positions: Chuck Albers, Linda Albright, Joe Gillett, Flip Fisher, Walter Gruss,
Kevin Havener, Tom Kaisischke, Joe King, Barbara Koch, Paul Mincer, Ken Ring, Ross Sloan, and Trex Trexler. The
Council approved the slate of candidates. The election will occur during the Annual Congregational Meeting in Novem-
ber. Council members will serve as tellers for the purpose of counting ballots.

New People for New Places: Paul Sellers continued to urge that growth at Grace will not just happen on its own. Grace
needs a comprehensive strategy and participation by the entire congregation. He passed out a compilation of the re-
sponses from Council members to his requests for right questions which Grace leaders need to ask to help Grace grow.

At the Boys & Girls Club every child has the potential to be great.
The Club has 25,000 square feet of new space with its 2009 addi-
tions and renovations. The old gym was renovated to become the
Education Center that has eight rooms, six classrooms, an art
room, and a performing arts rehearsal space. The Recreation Cen-
ter has a state-of-the-art gym, a game room, and a multi-purpose
room.

15 Ways to Precycle Waste

You're doing your part to cut down on the volume of
waste headed for our nation's landfills every time
you reduce, reuse, and recycle, and when you buy
products made from recycled materials. Here's how
to cut down on waste even more — by learning how
to precycle:

1. Buy products packaged in materials that can be
recycled in your area. And. whenever possible,
choose products with recycled content in their pack-
aging.

2. Buy products in refillable bottles: reusable milk,
soft drink, and beer bottles are making a comeback.
3. Buy refills. A refill of glass cleaner instead of a
new pump spray generates 2.7 times less waste.

4. Buy those products that you use a lot in the larg-
est convenient size. If you switch from a 16-ounce
plastic container of cooking oil to the 48-ounce size,
you generate 1.6 times less waste. Switching from a
6.4-ounce pump of toothpaste to an 8.1-ounce tube
generates 4.7 times less waste.

5. If your supermarket offers bag recycling, bring
your bags back. If it doesn't, reuse your own bags —
cloth, paper or plastic — for shopping.

6. Ask sales clerks not to bag small purchases.

7. Buy recycled paper napkins (or use cloth ones)
and reusable razors.

8. Take a coffee mug to work instead or using sin-
gle-use cups every day.

9. Use silverware and heavy-duty, reusable plastic
plates and glasses for parties and picnics.

10. Reuse paper that's printed only on one side as
note paper.

11. Pass on old magazines to someone else to
read, or donate them to nursing homes, hospitals,
schools, doctor's waiting rooms, or libraries. If not
these, then certainly recycle them.

12. Save foam "peanuts" and other packing materi-
als sent to you and use them again to pack your
next fragile package.

13. Reuse wrapping paper to wrap smaller pack-
ages.

14. Instead of throwing out unwanted household
items, clothes, and appliances that are still usable,
donate them to charities or sell them.

15. Be flexible and change your buying habits as
new methods of recycling become available.
